Dear Kiwanis friend,
KIWANIS INTERNATIONAL – REGISTRATION BY DISTRICT
Based on the last Report (12. NOV 2010), we have 95 members and 31 guests registered for the KI Convention 2011 in Geneva. From Europe, the numbers are:  Austria (1), Netherland (2), France-Monaco (4) and Switzerland-Liechtenstein (15). All the others, except 2 Australians, are from the United States or Canada. That’s 22 Europeans to welcome over a hundred Americans and Canadians. I hope the proportion begins to reverse itself, as this convention is on our own continent.
We know that the “Registration Fee” may be a reason why Kiwanians hesitate to fill out the registration form. Kiwanis International explains, in the attached documents, how the convention registration fee is set and what it covers in Geneva. The document is attached in English, French and German. 
Your goal as district International Convention chairmen and chairwomen is to promote the convention with your district members and I thank you very much for your commitment earlier this year.
For better planning, we need a short report about the situation in your District and ask you to respond to the followings questions. I ask you to be constructive in your comments, as hard work awaits us all.
